WHAT IS ROTARY?
Rotary is a global network of 1.4 million members who are neighbors, friends, leaders, and problem-solvers who see a world where people unite and take action to create lasting change – across the globe, in our communities, and in ourselves.  Solving real problems takes real commitment and vision. For more than 110 years, Rotarians have used their passion, energy, and intelligence to act on sustainable projects. From literacy and peace to water and health, we are always working to better our world, and we stay committed to the end.  Rotarians belong to over 46,000 individual Rotary Clubs located all over the world where they strive to make a positive difference in their local communities, in their districts, countries, and worldwide.  Rotary is a service organization that works to make the world the best place it can be. It does so by completing service projects, both large and small, and by investing in our youth. Rotary is probably best known for their efforts to eliminate the crippling and often deadly disease of polio from the face of the earth. THE 4-WAY TEST
It is said that Rotarians always strive to do the right thing… even when no one else is looking!  But how do they know what the right thing is?  To do so, Rotarians look to their 4-Way Test which is:

Rotarians ask themselves: Of the things we think, say, or do…
1. Is it the TRUTH?

2. Is it FAIR to all concerned?

3. Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER FRIENDSHIPS?

4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?
This Four-Way Test was created in 1932 by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor and it was adopted by Rotary in 1943. This 24-word test was originally created for employees to follow in their business and professional lives and became the guide for sales, production, advertising, and all relations with dealers and customers, but you can see how it can be applied to any social, business, or personal situation or interaction.  Rotarians believe that following the 4-Way Test will make you a better friend, partner, person… someone of “good character” that others will want to be associated with.  This becomes even more obvious when you look at each question and think of a negative response.  If the things you think, say and do are NOT the Truth, NOT Fair to all concerned, DO NOT build goodwill and better friendships and are NOT Beneficial to all concerned... most certainly NOT someone of “good character” that others would want to be associated with.
In the Rotary Club of La Quinta Scholarship Application, you are asked to write a short essay giving an example of a real-life situation where you were or would be able to use Rotary’s 4-Way Test to help you make the “right decision”.  This can be a situation where you actually applied the 4-way test to a situation you dealt with, or how you would apply the 4-Way Test to a situation you are or could be faced with, or even a situation where you failed to apply the 4-Way Test and the consequences of your actions.  The purpose of this essay is to expose you to the 4-Way Test and to have you do some critical thinking about it and how it might be of benefit to you in the future. Still have questions?
